Harper Lee To Be On Oprah   

(from USA Today 6/28/06) 
   Publicity-shy Harper Lee, au-

thor of To Kill A Mockingbird, 

resurfaces in the July O, The 

Oprah Magazine. Writing about 

how she became a reader in De-

pression-era rural Alabama, Lee 

tells how the scarcity of books in 

1930s Monroeville made them 

especially treasured. “Now, 75 

years later in an abundant society 

where people have laptops, cell-

phone, iPods and minds like emp-

ty rooms, I still plod along with 

books,” she writes. The 80-year-

old Pulitzer Prize winner never 

published another book after 

Mockingbird in 1960.
