Easy to use, this 

research tool for primary sources 

provides convenient access to digit-

ized newspapers dating back to the 

1700s. You can use the archive to 

view, save and print full-page arti-

cles from around the world. The 

Nashua Telegraph coverage runs 

from the 1940s to 1977. The data-

base is only available onsite at the 

library.
